And most recently he’s had the Arabic period-
drama series “ خانملا ءوس  (Souk Al Manakh)” released for Arabic TV Network MBC; provided additional camera operating for 
Peter Farrelly’s upcoming Zac Efron/John Cena comedy “Ricky Stanicky”; and has just wrapped on seven months as the 
Lighting Cameraman for Academy Award-winning Director Adam Elliot’s upcoming stop-motion feature “Memoir of a Snail”.
